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As the summer election season is heating up, 
the Democratic candidates for our Virginia  
district delegate seat will join us for a debate at 
our next BSCL meeting, on Thursday, April 2 
at 7:30 pm at the Community House (800 S. 
Buchanan). The Democratic primary 
is on June 9, 2009. Please bring your 
questions for the candidates to what 
is sure to be a spirited debate! 
 

Following up on a couple of items 
from our last meeting, we were 
joined by representatives of the 
County Public Health and Code   
Enforcement divisions to discuss measures for 
rodent control. We also were joined by repre-
sentatives from the National Guard. The dis-
cussion focused primarily on two areas--2nd 
Street South (rat/racoons/birds) and the area 
bordering Arlington Hall park (rodents fleeing 
construction at National Guard).  
 

Regarding 2nd Street, the County has informed 
us that they are in the process of taking action 
to control the rodent issue on that street. This 
will take some time. The County representa-
tives will join us again at our May 7 BSCL 
meeting for an update and also to discuss  
mosquito control.   

 The County continues to encourage folks 
neighboring the area to put out bait for rats 
(please use bait boxes so only rats can get the 
bait).  Their inspection of the area found rats 
that have eaten the bait, so it is working.  Rats 
are prolific procreators, so it is important to 
eradicate them completely. 

  

Regarding the Arlington Hall 
area, we are working with Al-
cova Heights to set up a joint 
community meeting (probably 
in the next month) with the 
National Guard and State   De-
partment, to discuss rodent and 

other issues you may wish to discuss with those 
entities.  We may not be able to get a notice in 
the next newsletter about when this meeting 
will be, depending on timing, but will put up 
signs in the neighborhood and send an email to 
the chat list (you can sign up for the chat list 
at Yahoo! Groups). 
 

Looking ahead to our May 7 meeting, we will 
be holding elections for several positions--
including President and Vice President.  Please 
let me or one of the other existing officers 
know if you have an interest in serving the 
BSCL in an elected position.

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AROUND THE NEIGHBORHOOD 

Barcrofter Jenny Lindenauer is the director of the 
a family literacy program called “Even Start” which 
is located at Barcroft School.  The program reaches 
out to local families with children ages newborn to 
8.  It is funded by grants and by Arlington Public 
Schools.   
 
Each day from 9 AM to 2:30 PM parents come to 
Barcroft to learn English, along with parenting 
skills.  Care is provided for babies, and there is a 
preschool program.  The curriculum for parents and 
children is integrated, so they all learn similar    
vocabulary and themes such as aspects of nutrition.   
 
The Even Start program began five years ago.    
Currently 48 families are participating.  Home   
visits are frequent.   Although the program is avail-
able for all of Arlington, most participants walk to 
the school, even from as far away as Carlin Springs.  
Others come by metro bus.  These families right 
now are experiencing the loss of jobs and income. 
 
Barcroft neighbors can assist this program in a  
number of ways – by donating household items and 
also by volunteering. 
 
There is always a need for new or used baby items, 
clothing, books, educational toys, furniture 
(especially shelving), baby gates, household items, 
food, etc.  There is a huge need for car seats.  Used 
is fine if they have never been in an accident and 
meet certain safety requirements. 
 
Volunteers are needed to help care for the babies 
and toddlers, and to help participants practice their 
English.

A friendly reminder to place your order by Thurs-
day, April 24th with Barcroft civic association   
contact Elizabeth Rives for your free native trees 
from Arlington County! 
 

The two species available this year are the Bur Oak 
(Quercus macrocarpa) and the American Filbert, or 
Hazelnut (Corylus americana). The Bur Oak is a 
very large deciduous shade tree and the American 
hazelnut is a smaller multi-stemmed shrub with a 
rounded top and an open, often wide-spreading 
base. The trees will be delivered as small 
“whips” (unbranched young tree seedlings 1-3 feet 
tall and 2-3 years old that have been grown for 
planting in 5-gallon containers), making them easier 
to transplant with a greater chance for future growth 
success. Both specimens are ideal selections for 
starting your own Backyard Wildlife Habitat. 
 

The main issue to consider with the Bur Oak is its 
size at maturity – up to 90’. Please be sure you have 
the space in your yard to plant such a large tree that 
is well away from buildings, overhead power lines, 
and larger trees. Otherwise, it is a great urban shade 
tree that tolerates a variety of moisture and soil con-
ditions. 
 

The American Filbert, also commonly known as the 
American Hazelnut, is a multi-stemmed, deciduous 
shrub that grows 8-10’ high and wide – often larger. 
It too does well in a wide variety of soil conditions 
and thrives under full sun or in light shade. It natu-
ralizes well and makes a good hedge. Please note 
that there should be enough hazelnuts in the area for 
pollination to occur without having to order two 
hazelnuts for your own yard.
