Board Approves
Neighborhood
Conservation Plan

On July 11th the Arlington County
Board gave final approval to the Barcroft
Neighborhood Conservation Plan. Con-
gratulations to the many Barcrofters who
worked on the Plan and provided com-
ments on the drafts!

The Board was very complimentary
about the work the neighborhood had
done. They noted that the Plan’s recom-
mendations did not just follow a formula
but showed that Barcroft had done some
original thinking. Board member Mary
Margaret Whipple moved that the Coun-
ty approve the Plan, and the vote was
unanimous.

We now begin the implementation
phase. Our Neighborhood Conservation
Advisory Committee representative,
Meril-Lee Pattison, will be chairing a
committee to prioritize the recommen-
dations, for funding by the County. First
among the projects are likely to be the
improvement of the County property at
the curve of Pershing Drive and Sixth
Street South and at the entrance to the
W&OD trail at Columbia Pike and Four

Substation Lot Tested
for PCV Contamination

At the suggestion of Barcrofter David
Michaelson, we contacted Virginia Power
and asked them to test the soil of their
former Barcroft Substation for PCV con-
tamination. PCVs are a powerful carcino-
gen and were widely used in transformer
oil during the period when the substa-
tion was in use. Since David had re-
searched the subject to find a lab to do
the testing, the BSCL offered to test the
soil if Virginia Power was unable to do
so. Virginia Power agreed to test the soil
and has now shared the results with us,
which show that PCVs in the substation
lot are all within legally allowed limits. If
you would like to see the results, please
call David Michaelson at 553-3953 or
Randy Swart at 521-2080.
